Title: Allen County Libraries Resource Sharing Project

Source: Foellinger Foundation

Date: 1997

Amount: $349,500

Summary: This grant involved nearly all school, public, and academic libraries in Allen County
(minus a few without Internet access) and represented the first local effort to purchase databases
collaboratively. Four databases were selected and were subsidized by the grant for a one-year
period. After the grant period, IPFW continued to coordinate purchase of at least one database for



the public school systems for the next three years, replaced by the INSPIRE statewide program.
