The future of the Latvian Center still
to be resolved

On August 28, 54 people gathered to talk about
the future of our Latvian Center, because in April
the Kalamazoo Township Fire Marshal forbade
us to rent the hall out to non-members. Rental
fees from outside groups have covered three fo-
urths of the KLA budget in the last few years.
There is also a question about insurance, and
whether it would cover damages caused while
we are renting the hall to others. The two hour
meeting discussed the following topics:

Has the actual zoning law been thoroughly
examined and all possibilities to change the regu-
lations explored? Diversity is very popular,
maybe we can get permission to rent to minority
groups, which have been our main outside ren-
ters in the past. Maybe we need to visit and talk
to all the neighbors individually.

The Kalamazoo Latvian Association income, be-
sides rental fees, consists of events and the rum-
mage sale (10%), membership fees (5%), and
donations (less than 5%.) Raising the member-
ship fee, and asking lifetime members to pay so-
mething annually, as well as a more requests for
donations were discussed.

A survey was proposed for area Latvians and
their families by the younger generation. (The
last survey was done in 2007 and was filled out
mostly by the older generation.) They are intere-
sted to find out what people expect from our
society, from the Association, from the Center.
One idea was to hold regular Latvian dinners,
maybe have a café.

The number of
students at the Latvi-
an school is getting
smaller, but there
have been other ti-
mes when the num-
bers were small and
they grew to over 50.
We no longer have a
daycare, the Latvian
Studies Center, Lat-
vian program at
WMU and other
things, that motiva-
ted people

to move to Kalama-
z00. The school could pay rent (we are the only
Latvian School in the U.S. that does not pay rent
— supporting the youth was a decision the Center
made years ago) or could find other facilities, if
necessary.

The KLA board is tired and there is a general
lack of people to continue maintaining the buil-
ding and organizing events, though many young
people helped out with the Rummage Sale. At
the next membership meeting February 19, we
will need to elect four new board members, as
Janis Grants, Janis Putelis, Baiba Stepe will no
longer be candidates and Maira Bundza is resig-
ning.

Is it still worth keeping the Center? The Center
and the Association are two different things. But,
could we even sell the building in these economic
times? The idea of a smaller building was menti-
oned. Some thought that if we don’t have a hall,
the Latvian society in Kalamazoo will disappear.
In the end it seemed like no one is quite ready to
liquidate the building, but want to solve the situ-
ation and form short-term and long-term plans.

The main suggestion from the meeting was to
create a task force, that would take all the ideas
discussed and create a 3-5 year plan. A few at-
tendees even offered to be on the task force. In
September, the KLA board listed possible candi-
dates. Janis Grants has contacted these people
and the task force is being created. If anyone el-
se is interested, please contact Imants Minka,
who will be facilitating, or Janis Grants. (Contact
information is at the back of the News.)

Liena Kaugara - The Latvian National Costume:
A Guide for Families (in English and Latvian!)

On August 23, during the Cultural Days
at Garezers, Liena Kaugara’s new bo-
ok on the proper wearing of the Latvian
national costume was presented. The
book has illustrations by Linda Treija,
graphic design by Ugis Nigals, and
English translation by Dr. Astrida Séja-
Kaugara. The Latvian costume, along
with folk songs, is a basic element of
Latvian culture that has survived centu-
ries. Latvian folk costumes are worn by
choirs and folkdancers outside Latvia
in song festivals, and there is not one
weekend Latvian school, whose youth
has not strived to wear the national
costume. Unfortunately, we see many
ethnographic errors in the wearing of
the costume: married women with
crowns, girls with unbraided hair,
crowns on the back of their heads, earrings, or men and
boys wearing women’s sock ties—or prievites—around
their necks. Liena Kaugara’s suggestions are very useful
on the proper wearing of the Latvian costume from head
to toe. The spiral binding is easy to open, and every Lat-
vian page has Enlish text next to it.

And then there are
those who fought for the Latvian language with a
book, pencil and love, spending many hours teac-
hing the next generation. We can be proud that Mir-
dza Paudrupe lived and worked amongst us in

Kalamazoo for many years. At her memorial service
on November 19, the church was full of her former
students, many with gray hair themselves, who ke-
ep working for the Latvian community. Mrs. Pau-
drups (rarely did anyone younger call her by her
first name) not only taught in the Kalamazoo Latvi-
an school for many years and around 40 years at
the Garezers summer high school, but she also led
the local folk dancing group, worked with the girl
scouts and participated in the local theater group,
theater being her first love. As she has said herself:
“I helped out where it was necessary.” During her
memorial we heard many good words about her
zeal, the deep love towards Latvia that she sowed
in her students, her ethical bearing, her sense of
humor. We are all unique, but she was
extraordinarily unique, the ultimate teacher, as we
remember her walking around radiantly (her first
name meant “glowing”) in her beloved Garezers.
We thank her from deep in our hearts for all she has
given us.
