Book Project

“Abandoned Subjects: Inhabiting Dispossession from the Industrial Revolution to the Great Depression”

Examining late 19th and early 20th century American  novels on poverty, labor, and working-class communities, I ask how literature negotiates the relationship between dispossession and subjectivity through depictions of “inhabiting”; that is, through the subject’s making space to live where space has been withheld due to processes of marginalization. I argue that this literature expresses a deep ambivalence toward representational structures and uplift projects. Its authors attempt to resolve this ambivalence by having their protagonists render their abandonment as a practice of spatial intervention, theorizing a form of subjectivity that engenders modes of existence beyond the politics of scarcity and recognition.
